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BYELAWS - SEASON  2010/2011 

 
1. All sub-committees shall be responsible to the main Club Committee. 
 
2. The Club playing year shall be from the 1st April to the end of March of the following year. 
 
3. Subscription rates are:   Entrance Fees are:

All payable within 28 days of the commencement of the season, or of being accepted as  
a member, whichever is applicable. 
 

4. The supply and issue of tennis balls shall be the responsibility of the Tennis Committee.  
Four balls per court are to be supplied for all team matches and three balls per court at least  
two times a week during the summer season for Club play.  
 
IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF ALL MEMBERS TO SEARCH FOR ANY BALLS HIT OUT 
OF COURT DURING PLAY. 
 

5. For League and Cup matches a fee of £3.00 is payable from each team member. Under-21 and Student 
members who represent the club will pay £1.00 match fee.  
 

6. Each member must wear appropriate tennis clothing and non-marking tennis footwear. 
 
7. Club members may entertain visitors to play at a fee of £3.00 payable to the Hon Treasurer,  

providing the visitor and the club member sign the visitors’ book in the clubhouse prior to going on court.  
 

Each member may only bring the same visitor 6 times throughout the season but may bring any number 
of different visitors. The discretion of the Tennis Club Committee may be exercised should it be felt that 
any member or visitor is taking unfair advantage of the Clubs facilities. 
 

8. Bookings of Club tennis courts for outside competitions must be made with either the Club 
Captain or Head Coach and recorded on the online court booking system. 
 

9. Courts may be reserved for one hour periods on the online court booking system in accordance with the 
regulations governing the times for bookings. Court bookings to be made not earlier than one week in 
advance. On Sunday up to 2pm, courts may be booked for one and a half-hour periods.  
 

10. Bar: Alcoholic drinks may be purchased only during Club licensing hours. 
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11. Members shall be responsible for making good any damage to Club property caused by their own 
negligence. 

 
12. The Club cannot be held responsible for any loss or injury sustained whilst on the Club’s premises. 
 
13. Play Times: 
 

Full Members: Daily until midnight. 
 
Improvers: Monday to Friday, 1pm to 3.30pm,  all courts 
  Thursday, 7.30pm onwards, Courts 2 & 3 plus court 1 if available.  
  Sunday, 9am to 1pm, Courts 2 & 3 plus court 1 if available. 
 
Midweek: Monday to Friday up to 6.00pm 
 
Juniors: Subject to court availability daily to 6.00pm.  Priority on Saturday mornings up to 1pm. 
  Saturday afternoons after general Club play. 
 

14. Members are requested to observe the following points of etiquette: 
 
• Players moving on and off court shall pass quickly other games that are in progress. 

• All players should keep score. 

• All players should see that the player serving is kept fed with balls. 

• All players are responsible for seeing that the same number of balls they started with are left at the 
bottom of the net before leaving the court if other members are waiting to play.  

• The last players off the courts are responsible for slackening nets, closing the court gates, returning 
balls to the rack, setting the burglar alarm and locking the pavilion. 

• Members are particularly asked to note that the Clubhouse is not available to Juniors if no Senior 
member is present.  Therefore, if Juniors are still on the courts when the last Senior is leaving, the 
pavilion must be secured as in above. 

• The pavilion and grounds are to be kept clean and tidy.  Players’ clothing, etc, is to be left in the 
changing rooms. 

• Members using the car park should park their vehicles in an orderly manner and not congest the 
entrance. 

• Members are asked to keep children and animals under reasonable control to ensure other members’ 
pleasure and enjoyment. (No animals allowed in the Clubhouse) 
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
